The Focus Group on IPTV (FG IPTV) requested IEC TC 100 to respond the following two items according to the document FG IPTV-OL-0026a.
The first enquiry from FG IPTV: 
Is it sufficient to refer IEEE std. 1394-1995 (IEC62286 in your document) for the transportation of AV contents in the Home Network environment? An issue regarding control aspects between IPTV-TD and other in-home device was raised in our meeting.  
Observations from IEC TC 100 related to high-speed video transmission over IEEE 1394:

1. IEC 61883-8 was approved as the new work allocated to TA 4, this is a transmission specification of ITU-R BT.601 over IEEE1394. This was originally specified by 1394TA. It was amended to be advanced with video codec and proposed to IEC TC 100.  This project is now at Approved New Work (ANW) and expects its first Committee Draft (CD) in a few months.
2. IEC 61883-6 (2004-08) is applied for audio transmission and this standard is based on 1394TA’s A/M Protocol.
3. IEC 62286 provides service diagnostic interface for consumer electronics products and networks – implementation for IEEE 1394.

For your information, there are three IETF RFCs related to IEEE 1394:

RFC 2734:
IPv4 over IEEE 1394,
RFC 2855:
DHCP for IEEE 1394, and
RFC 3146:
Transmission of IPv6 Packets over IEEE 1394 Networks.

The second enquiry: 

Since UPnP is not qualified and ITU-T have not a relation of under ITU-T Rec. A.5, a concern that referring UPnP documents in our Working Document may cause a problem in future was raised in this meeting. Considering the importance of UPnP in Home Network, we have a strong interest on the development of UPnP issue in your organization.  We would like to request your organization to keep us informed of the activity on this issue.

Observation of IEC TC 100 on this topic for your information:

IEC TC 100 is not the body on this specific issue while the following is the information extracted from ISO/IEC JTC 1 document.
ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 25 Secretariat issued the Draft International Standard (DIS) ISO/IEC 29341 titled ‘Information technology - UPnP Device Architecture 1.0’ for voting on 2006-12-18 applying “FAST-TRACK” PROCEDURE.  Hence the voting on this issue will be closed on 2008-06-18.
