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The LS on multicast aspects which is referred to as FG IPTV-OL-0044 from FG IPTV was presented and discussed by Q22/16. We appreciate FG IPTV’s efforts to take their time to provide answers to the questions we set forth in the SG 16 LS (COM16-LS191).

Your information is timely and useful. Q22/16 is dealing with some subjects connected to multicast like TV emulation, which is one of the motives for us to send to FG IPTV the original LS COM16-LS191.

We are concerned with IPTV services and their requirements that may have impacts on SG16 work, and it was decided at this SG16 meeting, IPTV related work will become one of the new areas for SG16. Multicast is one of the key technologies on which IPTV heavily relies.
Your answers helped clarify some of our questions. For the time being, SG16 is yet unable to formulate a set of clear requirements for multicast from a network control perspective. In the future, as studies progress, we may be able to provide you with such requirements.
QoS and security are two very important facets of multicast, and we foresee relations between SG16 work and IPTV work when it comes to multicast QoS and security. Channel zapping is a rather complex problem, which may have implications to different study subjects in SG16 like media coding. From the Q22/16 perspective, since channel zapping has significant impact on the user perception of IPTV and other streaming media applications, it may have connection with service requirements.

TV emulation is a new area where Q22/16 began its work in 2006 and is still in a preliminary stage. Further contributions are expected to enable an in-depth study. Advice from Mr Chae-Sub Lee was taken so that opportunity may be exploited to bring some information to FG IPTV’s attention when there is still a chance to add new requirements to FG IPTV.
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
