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We are happy to report that Q13/16 on “Multimedia application platforms and end systems for IPTV” had a joint Rapporteur meeting with Questions 12, 21 and 22/16 at Geneva, during the week of 11-14 September 2007 and had the opportunity to review and discuss the documents from IPTV Focus Group.
During this meeting, Q13/16 discussed the roadmap of its work on the multimedia application platforms and end systems for IPTV, and agreed on the following basic roadmap:

· Basic architecture Recommendation by Q2 2008

· Phase 1 Recommendations by Q1 2009

· Phase 2 Recommendations by Q3 2010.

Q13/16 also identified the following issues to be covered by the first Recommendation, H.iptv-map:
· Metadata (including rights metadata, schema/classification scheme registration, and negotiation)

· Service navigation

· QoE

· Core API for IPTV end-system

· IPTV multimedia platform (e.g. HTML, ECMAScript, …)

· IPTV service discovery (including capabilities signalling, as specified by terminal device data model)

· IPTV terminal device data model (e.g. capabilities for content selection, including codecs, engines, protocols, etc.)

· IPTV-specific CP (customer premises) network aspects
· Profiling and compliance

We would like to call for further contributions on these aspects to be discussed at our second interim meeting, which will be held in conjunction with the final IPTV FG meeting in December 2007.  The detail will be announced later. We also would like to invite all the interested parties to participate in this interim meeting.
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
