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ITU-T Study Group 4 thanks ISO/IEC JTC1/SC25 for the opportunity to review and comment on Committee Drafts ISO/IEC 29104-1, 29104-2 and 29104-3 "Information technology - Centralized Management Protocol (CMP) for ubiquitous home network services". 

Study Group 4 has not had the opportunity to fully consider these Committee Drafts but based on what we have seen we share the view expressed by Study Group 15, that given TR-069's tested interoperability, generic applicability, and wide deployment, the approval of these Committee Drafts in their current form would not be in the best interests of the industry.

ITU-T Study Group 4 would be pleased to work with ISO/IEC JTC1/SC25 and other relevant ITU-T Study Groups via the ITU-T JCA-HN in finding a solution which would better serve the industry.
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
