We would like to ask you to review the Working Document: End Systems and Interoperability Aspects (FG IPTV-DOC-0046) and give us feedback.

WG5 would like to request information on the activities in the following areas;

· Consideration of Accessibility

· Home Network

· Harmonization with multimedia system and architecture

In addition, WG6 reviewed the liaison statement and the Recommendation F.750, which is suggested as relevant to WG6 in the liaison statement.
