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The Focus Group on IPTV (FG IPTV) wishes to thank ATIS IIF for the contribution of their document IPTV Architecture Requirements (ATIS-0800002) to our meeting.  The document was viewed very favourably and the requirements that it contains are being considered in detail by our working groups. 
In your latest liaison statement you informed us of your continuing architecture efforts in a number of areas that we expect to be relevant to our working groups. Therefore, we invite you to contribute and present your deliverable IPTV DRM Interoperability Requirements (ATIS-0800001) and any subsequent IIF deliverables to our future meetings. We would like to request that these are contributed under the usage terms that were agreed for IPTV Architecture Requirements (ATIS-0800002).
In the FG IPTV there was significant discussion about the relationship between an IPTV service and its transport network. In particular, there was discussion about the IMS and non-IMS approaches for IPTV in the NGN framework and the support of IPTV on non-NGN networks.
We would like to inform you that the FG IPTV has agreed that:

1. The FG IPTV architecture shall allow for both NGN and non-NGN approaches to IPTV.

2. The FG IPTV architecture for the NGN approach shall allow for both IMS and non-IMS based approaches.

· The IMS and non-IMS approaches shall be able to co-exist on the same NGN framework.

· The IMS and non-IMS approaches shall use common components where possible.

Work is in progress on the architecture that harmonises the above approaches.

FG IPTV would also like to remind you that all its documents (Inputs, Output, Reports and Liaison Statements) are publicly available.
