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The Focus Group on IPTV (FG IPTV) wishes to thank SG16 for forwarding their documents to us. We found your documents of interest, especially those covering similar topics and would like to stay informed of your activity in this area.

In reviewing your incoming liaison statement, some specific issues listed below, that lie in your expertise, were raised. It is helpful if SG16 sends us feedback as well as comments on our activity.

· Home Network was considered as an important item for IPTV end systems.  At this meeting, Home Network architecture for IPTV was discussed.  Issues listed below were raised.

· Is there a Home Network architectural model applicable to our work?

· How can we relate Home Network architecture for IPTV and for general purpose?

· How can we define internal mechanism of Home Network? 
· Is there an available solution or solutions under development?

· Regarding Home Network, there may be a possibility that the IPTV-TD in Home Network should work with other multimedia devices.  We are aware that SG16 progresses a Multimedia architecture called H.saarch.  Harmonization with H.saarch and consideration of it may be necessary.
In addition, WG6 has reviewed contributions related to AV codecs and produced documents, FG IPTV-DOC-0070 “WG6 Working Document” and FG IPTV-DOC-0081 “WG6 Living List”. We would very much like to invite you to review those documents and to communicate any relevant comments.
FG IPTV would also like to remind you that all its documents (Inputs, Outputs, Reports and Liaison Statements) are publicly available.  Also, we would like to ask you to review the Working Document: End Systems and Interoperability Aspects (FG IPTV-DOC-0069).
