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The Focus Group on IPTV (FG IPTV) would like to sincerely thank WP6M for providing us with information of your requirements on retransmission of free-to-air broadcast content over IPTV. We would like to be kept informed of your activity in this area.

FG IPTV Working Group 6 (Middleware and Application Content Platforms) notes the ongoing work in WP6M with respect to Retransmission of free-to-air broadcast content over IPTV, and we feel that some aspects of this study may be relevant to the IPTV environment. We will obtain the recommendations ITU-R BT.1699 and ITU-R BT.1722, referenced in the liaison statement, from the ITU database, and will review them.
