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The Focus Group on IPTV (FG IPTV) wishes to thank for providing your progress on the Home Network study as well as the participation of the experts from your group.

We would like to invite you to review the Home Network architecture illustrated in clause 6.1 of the Working Document titled “Aspects of Home Network supporting IPTV services” (FG IPTV-DOC-0126).  The change in our Home Network architecture is to incorporate U- and IPI-4/3/1/0 interfaces into our architecture.  These interfaces appear in FG-IPTV Working Documents as well as some documents produced by other SDOs.  We believe that the new figure gives a better understanding of Home Network architecture.

The IPTV Home Network architecture is aligned with your architecture- G.hnta.  This is a result of collaboration between both groups.  For further improvements, we hope you will give us your comments.

Also, we would like to bring your attention to the Access and Home Network technologies described in our document.  In clause 6.6.2 and 6.6.3, there are some technologies required or recommended for Access and Home Network. We are planning to add the relevant specifications for optical access network that is gaining a growing popularity in some countries.

FG IPTV would also like to remind you that all its documents (Inputs, Outputs, Reports and Liaison Statements) are publicly available.
