Detailed results

3.1 Review of Input Documents 

Incoming Liaisons

The following incoming liaison documents were reviewed and output liaison documents prepared as required:
FG IPTV-IL-0003: One part of the Reply Liaison from Q21/SG16 provides some useful information about security related to WG3 (Service Security and Contents Protection Aspects).
FG IPTV-IL-0005: Reply Liaison Statement that Q25/SG16 informs the availability of related security work and would like to be kept further up to date.
FG IPTV-IL-0007: Liaison Statement from Q9/SG17 provides useful information on home network security-related Recommendation, which are partly related to WG3. The Working Group will produce an Outgoing Liaison for processing by FG IPTV to keep in touch with ITU-T SG17.
FG IPTV-IL-0012: Liaison Statement from DVB Project presents the overview of Content Protection and Copy Management, and provides the standard publication as the potentially referenced information. The DVB Project has assigned a Liaison Officer (Mark Jeffrey, Microsoft Corporation) for the FG IPTV.
FG IPTV-IL-0013: Liaison Statement from ITU-R provides information about developments in content protection (including signalling aspect) and end systems.
Contribution
The following input contribution documents were reviewed, characterized, and, in some cases, portions extracted for use in the Working Group’s Living List and Output Working Documents:

FG IPTV-C-0115: This contribution addresses the requirement on IPTV DRM architecture and proposes to separate Key management system and License Issuer into two logic parts and the interface between them to be considered. The requirement proposed is noted and the proposed architecture will be discussed.
FG IPTV-C-0124: This contribution gives an analysis of contents control technologies, and proposes WG3 to launch related studies. WG3 will take this into account during study of content labelling for filtering purposes.
FG IPTV-C-0125: This contribution addresses some information about content control. WG3 accepts the need to address requirements pertaining to content labelling for filtering purposes.
FG IPTV-C-0139: This contribution addresses some information about IPTV security requirement and proposes to add material in IPTV Security Aspects output document. WG3 notes these proposals and will undertake to incorporate into its output document.
FG IPTV-C-0140: This contribution addresses some information about IPTV security architecture and proposes to add the material in IPTV Security Aspects output document. WG3 notes these proposals and will undertake to incorporate into its output document. 
FG IPTV-C-0141: This contribution addresses some information about IPTV assets protected and security threats compromised, and propose to add them into security threats chapter in IPTV Security Aspects output document. WG3 notes these proposals and will undertake to incorporate into its output document.
FG IPTV-C-0149: This contribution provides the information of adhoc results of the terminal devices security and gives some useful proposals about security threats and requirements for terminal devices. WG3 thanks the adhoc members and will undertake to incorporate into its output document.

FG IPTV-C-0217: This contribution describes the end-to-end IPTV security, including assets, risks and threats and provides useful information about security threats, architecture and mechanisms. Some of this information was included into output document and into the living list document for later discussion.
FG IPTV-C-0222: This contribution describes downloadable CAS/DRM harmonization directions and proposes possible inclusion in WG3 output document. WG3 will take into account the downloadable CAS/DRM and/or DRM interoperability, but has not decided on disposition. Further contributions are solicited.
FG IPTV-C-0223: This contribution gives some information of EPG-CAS Communication Standard API, and proposes begin the study of standard API. This contribution is more related to scope of work of WG6; before security architecture is developed, WG3 can not decide whether the API is available even though CAS is security concerned. 
FG IPTV-C-0225: This contribution provides information about adhoc results of the content security and gives some useful proposals. WG3 thanks the adhoc members and will undertake to incorporate into its output document.
FG IPTV-C-0229: This contribution provides information about adhoc results of the service security and gives some useful proposals. WG3 thanks the adhoc members and will undertake to incorporate into its output document.
FG IPTV-C-0235: This contribution provides information about security requirements, architectures and mechanisms for IPTV service subscriber. WG3 thanks the contributor and will undertake to incorporate into its output document.
FG IPTV-C-0247: This contribution provides some information about layered authentication; this information was noted and the related content will be discussed for potential inclusion in output document. 
FG IPTV-C-0254: This contribution provides information that ITU-T has received permission from ATIS to use the approved requirements documents of ATIS-0800001, and it also proposes that the ITU-T FG IPTV consider those requirements and adopt them. WG3 notes from FG IPTV-C-0224 that approval by ATIS has not yet been provided to make use of ATIS-0800001 material, and requests TSB to obtain such permission.
FG IPTV-C-0256: The contribution provides some helpful information about securing and enabling premium content in home networks and consumer devices. No proposal was contained therein.
