Comments and editorial changes on existing documents
Related contributions: FG IPTV- C-1018, 1027
C-1018 from Nortel – It provides comments on “FG IPTV-DOC-0158 (15-19 October 2007), “Working Document: IPTV Related Protocols” in order to enhance its accuracy and quality. The proposal was accepted by the group and the updated document was edited according.
C-1027 from Nortel – This contribution reviews definitions provided for a single term in different FG IPTV working documents and if they differ it proposes one which is hoped to be adopted for all documents. After reviewing, there is no change that is necessary in our documents.

C-1043 from Alcatel Shanghai & Bell Co. – It proposes to add a section after Section 6.5.2.3 in the WG4 working document of “IPTV Multicast Frameworks”, to describe the IPTV channel domain name management function for IPTV service providers. The proposal was accepted with editorial change into the document.

C-1053 from Alcatel Shanghai & Bell Co. – It proposes that IP anycast should be considered as a requirement of IPTV network. After review, the description and mechanism of IP anycast were accepted and edited into Multicast Frameworks document.
C-1054 from Alcatel - It suggest that IP anycast should be considered as a requirement of IPTV network. After review, the description and mechanism of IP anycast were accepted and edited into Multicast Frameworks document.
