In accordance with the schedule of meetings adopted by Study Group 3 at its last meeting held in Geneva in September 2005, the meeting of the Tariff Group for Latin America and the Caribbean (TAL Group) is to take place in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil from 4 to 5 May 2006 at the kind invitation of ANATEL.

An interpretation service will be provided for the Seminar and TAL meeting in accordance with the provisions in force.
