In order to monitor the progress in the implementation of Recommendation D.500R, nine studies have been carried out in the past eight years. They produced significant results and were found by the TAS Group to be extremely useful.

At its meeting in Amman, Jordan from 19 to 22 April 2004, the TAS Group unanimously recognized that continuing to monitor the situation of accounting rates in the Region Asia and Oceania would be useful for the harmonious implementation of cost orientated accounting rates in this region.  The TAS Group agreed to continue the monitoring, and in addition, decided to collect information on tariffs in the region, as shown in Annex 3. TSB has been requested to dispatch this new questionnaire for year 2005.

The questionnaire developed by the TAS Group to collect the necessary information is attached to this Collective letter (Annex 1 concerns the measurement of meeting Recommendation D.500R and Annex 2 concerns the category of difficulties faced in meeting the recommended rates).
