Among the items in the programme of Study Group 3 is Question 3/3 (Regional costing studies for the development of cost models together with related economic and policy issues), which is to be dealt with on a regional tariff basis by the various Regional Tariff Groups.

At its meeting held in Seoul in 2007, the TAS Group agreed to continue to request information from the administrations on the final results of their cost study based on the TAS cost model.

3
The cost studies for inward IDD services have been carried out since 1995. The Questionnaire used for those initial cost studies has been readapted to avoid misunderstandings and to reflect the new telecommunication environment. This new Questionnaire is intended to collect the results of the above-mentioned cost study from each Administration or Recognized Operating Agency of the Region.
