Transportation to CableLabs and Hotels nearby:
Denver International Airport (DIA as shown on the map) serves the area in which CableLabs is located. Rental cars are available there and the map in Appendix 1 shows the route from the Denver International Airport (DIA) to CableLabs. However, it is very convenient to use hourly public transportation directly to hotels within walking distance to CableLabs and this may be the most convenient way for most delegates to travel. The location of these hotels is identified in the route map and it is suggested that participants make reservations at one of them. For those desiring to stay in hotels in Boulder, Westminster, or Broomfield, they will find that a rental car would be desirable in order to get from those hotels to CableLabs as public transportation is not directly available for this. A list of hotels and telephone numbers is also given in Appendix 2.

“Boulder Super Shuttle” is the name of the public transportation company providing public transportation from the Denver International Airport. Direct transportation to hotels adjacent to CableLabs and others may be obtained by informing the ticket agent when tickets are purchased. Tickets may be purchased at the airport. The Super Shuttle tickets may be obtained by taking two left turns immediately after taking the escalator up from the train termination which delivers one from the air line arrival gates into the main terminal where baggage claim also is located. Advanced reservations for transportation from DIA to the various Broomfield, Louisville, and Boulder hotels are not accepted. Once your flight arrives at DIA, go directly to the luggage carousel to claim your luggage. Once you have your luggage, go to the Super Shuttle counter to request transportation to your hotel. Super Shuttle will inform you of the next departure time and provide detail on boarding the shuttle. For return transportation from your hotel or CableLabs, you will need to make a reservation with Supper Shuttle. 5.
Altitude

The nominal altitude in the Boulder – Louisville area is about 5300 feet/1615meters. Boulder lies up against the foothills of the Colorado Rocky Mountains, and the continental divide (precipitation falling on one side goes to the Pacific Ocean and the other side to the Atlantic Ocean) is about 20 miles west and rises to over 14000feet/4300meters.

6.
Electrical Appliances

Throughout the U.S. electrical appliances operate from 120V, 60Hz. power supplies with plugs as shown below. It is suggested guests bring their own power converters and wall plug adapters to allow use of international appliances. Hotels typically provide irons, ironing boards and hair dryers in the hotel rooms, so there is no need to bring these items with you.
