Background information on the city

Moscow is the capital of Russia. It is an ancient city (founded in 1147 by Yury Dolgoruky). There are more than 100 universities, more than 70 museums, more than 100 theatres, five large concert halls. The branched net of the Moscow metro covers nearly all the city. The stations of the central part are decorated with granite and with bronze sculptures. A nice view of Moscow is from Vorobyovy Hills where the Moscow University is situated. The city spreads from the North to the South for 42 km, and from the East to the West it spreads for 35 km. The road around the city is 109 km. The heart of Moscow is the Kremlin where on the Borovitsky Hill Moscow was founded. First the Kremlin was wooden then it became white stone. In the 15th   century the Russian lords united and the Kremlin became the centre of Russia. Among the towers of the Kremlin the most famous are Spasskaya and Borovitskaya. In the Kremlin the state arms museum known as the Orugeynaya Palata can be found. It is a real treasure-house of the arms from five centuries, as well as the thrones of the Russian tzars, famous horse decorations, gifts from embassies and church-plates. Also situation here is the Almas-ny Fond where are the precious stones, the jewelry of Russian masters cab be found. The ensemble of cathedrals on Cathedral Square dates back to the 15th century. This is the place where the great Russian tzars are buried. Nowadays it is the Russian government that works in the Kremlin. The heart of the Kremlin is Red Square which has existed since the 15th century. In 1930 a granite mausoleum was built here for the body of Lenin. The grave of Stalin is situated close to it. The other leaders of Russia of the soviet period are buried in the Kremlin Wall. Near the Kremlin is the famous Bolshoy Theatre and next to it there is the Maliy theatre. On the next street the Musical Theatre of Stanislavsky (the second opera) and the Musical Comedy Theatre can be found.

The central street of Moscow is Tverskaya Stree and dates back to the 15th century as the trade road to the town of Tver. In the 18th century St. Petersburg became the capital of Russia and this street was the beginning of the road between the two great cities. During several centuries its width was 16-18 meters. In 1930 a new building was built on this old street - the Ministry of the Communication and the Central Telegraph. The reconstruction of the Tverskaya street has begun. 

In 1782 the house of the Governor of Moscow was built on Tverskaya street. The government of Moscow currently works in this building. 

10
Passport and visa regulations

A visa is required for foreign citizens wishing to visit Russia. The usual requirements when applying for a visa are: official invitation form, two passport-size photographs, and the duly-completed application form in duplicate. Visas are generally processed within two working days. When completing the hotel registration form kindly ask the hotel officials to send you an invitation.  The hotel will send you a payment agreement form by fax or e-mail to be completed and sent back.  A voucher will then be issued and sent to you by fax or e-mail within 24 hours.  This applies to those delegates wishing to obtain a tourist visa (suggested option from the host).  If this causes difficulties, a business visa may be processed and the delegates will have to inform the Focal Point given in section 6 that they wish to apply for a business visa.  They will receive a reply with an explanation on the procedures to follow.  The deadline for a business visa application is four weeks before the start of the meeting.

Currency

The Ruble is the official currency in Russia. Travelers cheques and major credit cards are generally accepted; personal cheques are not accepted. For cash exchange, we strongly recommend delegates to use American dollars or Euros which can be exchanged at the exchange points or in the banks. 

The current rate is approximately 28 rubles for 1 US dollar, 36 rubles for 1 Euro.
