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Background

The Syrian delegation to the Study Group 13 meeting in November, last year, although having difficulties with the text (not being discussed and approved by all concerned Study Groups), did not object to the consent of this Recommendation, even under AAP for the following reasons:

a)
Being convinced that it is an important Recommendation, which will allow ITU-T, through the adoption of this Recommendation, to inform all SDOs of the intention of ITU-T to give high priority to the work on NGN.

b)
The approval of such text does not preclude improvement in the future through enrichment of the text with relevant inputs from TSAG, as well as other concerned Study Groups (Study Groups 2, 3, 11, 16, 17 and 19)

c)
Not to delay the work already started by the Focus Group on NGN and that of Study Group 13.

Proposal

Taking into consideration the newly adopted Resolution No. 45 by WTSA-04, calling upon effective coordination of standardization work across Study Groups in ITU-T and the role of TSAG, with particular emphasis on issues relevant to NGN.

It is proposed, in accordance with Resolution 20 (Rev.1 of WTSA-04) in particular resolves g), that TSAG establishes a Coordination Group chaired by the Chairman of Study Group 13 with members representing other concerned Study Groups, in particular from Study Group 2, as well as other interested members with the following terms of reference:

1.
Agree on relevant Definitions in consultation with the relevant Study Groups, in particular Study Group 2, and propose accordingly necessary modifications to the text of this Recommendation Y.2001.

2.
Analyzing the content of this Recommendation with the aim of improving the text and to identify clear responsibilities of Study Groups concerned regarding the work on NGN, and which of these possible other Recommendations shall be covered by TAP or AAP for their approval, taking into consideration work done on Resolution 40 (Rev. WTSA-04).

3.
Propose a coordinated work plan with expected output for the concerned Study Groups.

4.
The Group should work electronically.

5.
The Group should propose its final output to the third TSAG meeting in 2006 taking also into consideration contributions by concerned Study Groups.

6.
Any official revision of Y.2001, based on the above study, will be carried out by Study Group 13.
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
