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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes the texts that could be newly added to the clause “Introduction” (the clause below Summary and Keywords) in the MMF, LMF, and HMF draft Recommendations. This proposal is purposed to more clearly define the relationship between MMF, LMF, HMF documents for effective works on those Recommendations.

2. Proposal 
This is submitted for discussion to the NGN-GSI MM group 2007 April meeting, and it is proposed that this contribution be used to update the relevant clauses of the MMF, LMF, and HMF.

Introduction

This Recommendation describes a framework of mobility management (MM) for Next Generation Networks (NGN). This work has been motivated from the observation that NGN continues to evolve toward the convergence of fixed and wireless/mobile networks, and thus the mobility management is an essential functionality to provide seamless mobility for the NGN users and services. 
This Recommendation is a part of the MM framework for NGN. The MM framework will be designed with a couple of Recommendations, rather than a single Recommendation, as a suite of the framework of mobility management for NGN. This is because the design of the MM framework includes a variety of technical issues to be addressed. Furthermore, those issues are also associated with a wide variety of protocols and schemes, depending on the mobility types and service providers.

The MM framework for NGN will be described with a family of the following three Recommendations:

· Recommendation Q/Y.MMF: Generic Framework of Mobility Management for NGN;

· Recommendation Q/Y.LMF: Framework of Location Management for NGN; and

· Recommendation Q/Y.HMF: Framework of Handover Management for NGN.

The MMF describes a generic framework to provide the MM for NGN, which will include 

· Design issues common to both location management and handover management;

· Functional architecture for location management and handover management in the NGN perspective;

· High-level information flows for location management and handover management

On the other hand, the LMF and HMF will describe the framework and functional architecture specific to the location management and handover management, respectively. The LMF/HMF will describe

· Design issues specific to either location management or handover management;

· Functional entities associated with location/handover management and relationship with the other NGN functional entities;

· Procedural flows for location/handover management between NGN users, MM functional entities, and the other NGN functional entities; and

It is noted that the NGN would be evolved so as to support a variety of mobility types such as terminal mobility, personal mobility and network mobility, etc. At present, the works on MM framework will focus on the issues associated with the terminal mobility. The other mobility issues such as personal mobility or network mobility are for further study.
