Pursuant to the provisions of Recommendation A.1 of WTSA (Florianópolis, 2004), contributions to the work of the study group are to be submitted to the Telecommunication Standardization Bureau (TSB).

a)
Contributions received at least two months before the meeting will be published and mailed to the Administrations of Member States of the Union, to ITU-T Sector Members and to ITU-T Associates registered with this study group and having requested paper copies, and will also be available on the Study Group 19 website.

b)
Contributions received by TSB less than two months but not less than seven working days before the date set for the opening of the meeting shall be published as "delayed contributions", be posted to the Study Group 19 website, and be distributed at the beginning of the meeting to participants actually present and having requested paper copies in advance by means of the registration form.  Such contributions must therefore be received by TSB not later than 7 July 2006.

We would remind you that citizens of some countries are required to obtain a visa in order to enter and spend time in Switzerland.  Where this is the case, the visa must be requested and obtained from the office (embassy or consulate) representing Switzerland in your country or, if there is no such office in your country, from the one that is closest to the country of departure. If problems are encountered, the Union can, at the official request of the administration or company you represent, approach the competent Swiss authorities in order to facilitate delivery of the visa. Visa requests should in such cases be made by official letter from the administration or company you represent. This letter must specify your name, function and date of birth, as well as the number and the date of issue and expiry of your passport.  It must be accompanied by a photocopy of the personal details pages of your passport and by the completed registration form, and must be sent to TSB by fax (+41 22 730 5853) or e-mail (tsbreg@itu.int ) bearing the words “visa request”.  Please note that the Union needs at least one week to process the various documents required for the delivery of a visa.
