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Introduction

Per WTSA-2004 Resolution 2, SG 19 is responsible for studies relating to network aspects of mobile telecommunications networks, including International Mobile Telecommunications 2000 (IMT-2000) and beyond, wireless Internet, convergence of mobile and fixed networks, mobility management, mobile multimedia functions, internetworking, interoperability and enhancements to existing ITU-T Recommendations on IMT-2000.

WTSA-2004 also designated SG 19 as the lead study group on mobile telecommunication networks and for mobility.

SG 19 is one of the study groups charged with Next Generation Network studies. WTSA Document 118 describes the relationships of relevant study groups to the work on NGN.
Discussion

On the basis of the mandates assigned and the decisions taken at WTSA-2004, it is clear that SG 19 has a central role in mobility management studies and in studies addressing the convergence of fixed and mobile networks.
It is clear that SG 19 should be identified as a key collaborator on, at a minimum, the following FG NGN deliverables. SG 19 should be leading, and should be seen as leading, the work on further progressing the specific FG NGN deliverables addressing mobility management and fixed/mobile convergence as they are handed over from the FG NGN to the regular study group structure, namely activities in WG 2 affecting mobility management specifically on draft “Requirement & architecture FRA” , and relevant sections of WGs 1 & 6 deliverables related to convergence of fixed and mobile networks.

It is recognized that there may be parts of other deliverables that relate to the mandate of SG 19. SG 19 should ensure that it is viewed as a key collaborator and resource towards ensuring such material progresses appropriately.
An important task for SG 19 at this meeting is to identify the FG NGN documents, and sections of documents, that SG 19 believes fall within its mandate. This should be communicated to the SG 13 leadership through the NGN JCA, and should be captured in the report of this meeting.
In order to continue the good progress that has been made in the FG NGN, SG 19 should plan rapporteur meetings, potentially with related Questions in other study groups, to effectively continue the work and maintain or enhance the momentum the NGN work enjoys so far.

Proposal

It is proposed that SG 19 take the position that the above indicated deliverables, or preferably their updated versions, after the 24 August - 2 September FGNGN meeting, fall within its mandate and that therefore SG 19 should be assigned responsibility for managing and progressing the aspects of these deliverables that address mobility management, and convergence of fixed and mobile networks.

SG 19 should identify the FG NGN documents, and sections of documents, that SG 19 believes fall within its mandate. This should be communicated to the SG 13 leadership through the NGN JCA, and should be captured in the report of this meeting.
SG 19 should plan rapporteur meetings, potentially with related Questions in other study groups, to effectively continue the work and maintain or enhance the momentum the NGN work enjoys so far.
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
