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Introduction

A separate contribution proposes that SG 19 establish or confirm positions with respect to its role in the transition of FG NGN output documents to the regular study group. This contribution proposes that SG 19, specifically Q.2, 3 and Q.5/19, undertake a thorough review of the relevant parts of the indicated documents at the current meeting in order to develop an improved understanding of the contents and to define a proposed action plan for SG 19 to progress these areas going forward. Additional documents or sections of documents may also be identified in the course of the meeting, and should be treated on the same basis.

There are various sections of these documents that relate to mobility management and to the convergence of fixed and mobile networks. In addition, the discussion on evolution of the PSTN/ISDN to NGN should include substantial material on convergence aspects and on how mobility may be realized as part of this.

The WG 6 documents presently contain limited material in this regard. Some effort should be applied to identifying what is needed and to developing a realistic plan to progress this area. This plan should be communicated to SG 13 and the FG NGN.
More specifically, the following should be undertaken at this meeting of SG 19:

· the mobility and convergence portions of most recent version of FGNGN-OD-00184 and -000188 should be reviewed and commented on by Q.2 and 5/19;

· the mobility and convergence portions of most recent version of FGNGN-OD-00192r1 should be reviewed and commented on by Q.2/19, including an assessment of whether mobility aspects should be a discrete deliverable handled by Q.2/19 in a timeframe suited to NGN market needs, and constructed so that it is a “part” fits readily into the NGN “whole”;

· the most recent version of FGNGN-OD-00193 should be carefully reviewed in Q.3/19;

· the most recent version of FGNGN-OD-00195 should be carefully reviewed in Q.2/19;

· the most recent version of FGNGN-OD-00196 should be carefully reviewed in Q.5/19; and

· the most recent versions of FGNGN-OD-00175, -00176 and -00177 should be carefully reviewed in Q.5/19 with a view to enhancing portions addressing fixed/mobile convergence portions, or extending to include fixed/mobile convergence.
The results of these reviews should be communicated in liaison statements. It is recommended that one liaison statement per document would form the most appropriate approach to facilitate progressing the work of the FG NGN and in assisting in the handover of the work into the regular study group structure.
Proposal

It is proposed that Q.2, 3 and 5/19 step through the listed documents, or preferably their updated versions after the 24 August 2 September FGNGN meeting, in detail to ensure appropriate material is included on mobility management and on the convergence of fixed and mobile networks.

Where material exists in the referenced documents, feedback should be provided to the FG NGN for its anticipated final meeting in November 2005 so that the drafts documents may be updated appropriately.

Where material either does not exist in the referenced documents, or is identified with a placeholder with limited content, Q.2, 3 and 5/19 should develop plans to address these areas consistent with market driven target timeframes for the NGN standards. This plan should be communicated to SG 13 and the FG NGN.
