· Review the current status of IMT-2000 both in terms of standardisation and roll out

· Bring more awareness of the technical and policy issues concerning Mobile Telecommunications Networks, Fixed Mobile Convergence and NGN

· Identify ITU directions and further work topics for proceeding forward to meet the needs of mobility and network convergence

3. arrival in Kyiv
In order to reach the Ukraine hotel, please note the following information.

By plane:

From Borispil Airport (www.airport-borispol.kiev.ua) we recommend to use taxi (approximate cost - 20-25 US dollars, taxi-ordering stands are located in terminal "B"). Furthermore, you can take the airport bus "Polit" (approximately - 10 UAH) in order to get the nearest underground station. The hotel is situated near the underground station „Khreschatyk” (the underground scheme can be found on www.ukremb.com/travel/kyiv-metro.html). 

By train:

From railway station „Kyiv-Passagyrskyy” you can use taxi to the UKRAINE Hotel or use subway (from underground station „Vokzal’na” to „Khreschatyk”). One-way subway ticket costs 0,5 UAH. Approximate taxi rate is 25-30 UAH.

4. TRANSPORT IN KYIV

A bus route for participants from the UKRAINE Hotel to the Centre "Ukrchastotnaglyad" and back will be organized from 12th till 14th September 2005. The bus leaves the main entrance of the Hotel at 09.20 a.m.
Trams, trolley-buses, buses and subway operate between 6.00 a.m. and 12.00 p.m. Single tickets are the same for each means of transport except the subway. A single ticket costs 0.5 UAH for each mean of transport and is independent of travel distance.
