The Development of Radio Frequency Identification (RFID) Systems opens new possibilities to support object-to-object communications in ubiquitous services and applications.  Basic RFID system consists of three major functional components: tags, readers and application related information processing devices (e.g. ID-servers, data bases, etc). In many applications, access from the reader to the application-specific functional entities is performed through telecommunication networks (PSTN, ISDN, Internet, mobile networks, NGN, etc). These might be labelled as Networked RFID (NRFID) applications.  This workshop will review present and future efforts towards international standardization, focusing on the impact that NFRID applications will have on telecommunication networks, in particular on network and service capability requirements and interworking aspects.
