	Revised schedule of ITU-T meetings for 2006


Dear Sir/Madam,

1 In order to assist the ITU-T Members to plan their activities in 2006, an initial ITU-T meeting schedule for 2006 was published in TSB Circular 40 dated 25 July 2005. Since then, a number of changes have been proposed and have been accepted after consultation with the study group chairmen. In addition, some workshops have been added. Accordingly, a revised schedule of ITU-T meetings for 2006 is attached in annex hereto. As in the past, a collective-letter will be sent out giving details on the organization and agenda of each meeting, in accordance with the decisions taken by WTSA‑04.

All information concerning meetings at the working party level and above and workshops is posted and kept up to date on the ITU-T website (http://www.itu.int/ITU-T). 

2 I would like also to take this opportunity to inform you that TSAG, during its meeting held from 7 to 11 November 2005, endorsed the new practice of TSB to provide interpretation for a portion of the technical study group meetings by hiring interpreters for those sessions requiring interpretation on the basis of the requests received from Member States on the registration forms no later than one month in advance.

3 At the same TSAG meeting (November, 2005), and following a proposal for reducing reproduction costs associated with study group meetings, TSAG considered the proposal that participants who want to receive paper copies of documents should be given the choice during the registration process to receive either all the documents published for the meeting or only the documents published as from three days prior to the meeting. TSAG asked TSB to implement that proposal, on a trial basis, starting with Study Group 19 and Study Group 15 meetings which will be held in January and February 2006 respectively. A report on the efficiency of this new working method will be presented to the next TSAG meeting.
