This Circular reports on the responses received following the request for information sent on 8 April 2005 in TSB Circular 24.  In that Circular, I invited Administrations of the Member States to inform the TSB, on a voluntary basis, of all entities which have the status of ROAs in accordance with Article 6 of the ITU Constitution and Nos. 1007 and 1008 of the Annex to the ITU Constitution, using the form annexed to the Circular.  Administrations can either provide a written list or the indication of a web site where the information can be found.

As of 31 January 2006, 43 Administrations had replied to TSB Circular 24. These are the following (in alphabetical order):
