Summary and location of the draft revised ITU-T Recommendations

Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation D.170 – Monthly telephone and telex accounts (COM 3-R 4, Annex 3)
This Recommendations sets out the guideline for the drawing up, exchange and acceptance of monthly telephone and telex accounts between Administrations.
It is proposed to amend this Recommendation in order to introduce a new accounting procedure in international accounting and to reference Recommendation D.195 which allows to shorten the settlement period of mutually agreed.

Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation D.195 - Time-scale for settlement of accounts for international telecommunication services (COM 3-R 4, Annex 3)
This Recommendation sets out the general guideline on the time-scale to be adopted in the settlement of accounts for international telecommunication services.
It is proposed to amend this Recommendation in order to allow the reduction of the settlement period on the basis of bilateral agreements.
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
