Resolution 54 of the World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (WTSA) resolves to support the creation of regional groups in Study Groups, in addition to those already existing in Study Group 3 (SG 3) which are:

· Tariff Group for Africa

· Tariff Group for Asia and Oceania

· Tariff Group for Latin America

· Tariff Group for Europe and the Mediterranean Basin

At its 3-11 May 2006 meeting, ITU-T Study Group 2 (SG 2) approved the creation of a regional group.  The approved terms of reference for that group can be found in Annex 1 of TSAG TD 239 (TSAG) and in SG 2 TD 6, Rev. 2 (PLEN/2).

3
Program 4 of the Annex to WTSA Resolution 44 concerns flagship groups for bridging the standardization gap.  This new type of group was defined by WTSA in 2004.

4
At its 6-15 December 2005 meeting, SG 2 noted (see 3.2.4(b) of COM 2 – R 5) proposals concerning a flagship group, proposals contained in 1.2 of TD 132 (GEN/2).

5
At its 5-13 June 2006 meeting, SG12 decided to create a “QoS Flagship Group” to handle QoS issues within the African Region (see 6.4 of COM 12 – R 9).
