I would like to inform you that a workshop entitled “The Fully Networked Car” jointly organized with ISO and IEC will take place at PALEXPO, Geneva, from 5 to 7 March 2008 inclusive. 
The workshop will open at 1030 hours on the first day. Detailed information concerning the workshop meeting room will be displayed at the entrances to the Conference Centre, Hall 1, in PALEXPO.

Discussions will be held in English only.

Participation is open to ITU Member States, Sector Members and Associates and to any individual and company from a country which is a member of ITU who wishes to contribute to the work. This includes individuals who are also members of international, regional and national organizations. The workshop is free of charge but no fellowships will be granted.
4 This year, a theme for the event will be how to use information and communications technologies (ICTs) in monitoring, mitigating, and adapting to climate change. As in previous years, this workshop will bring together key specialists in the field, from top decision-makers to engineers, designers, planners, government officials, regulators, standards experts and others. ICT in vehicles represents a significant value-add for consumers in terms of safety, comfort and mobility. The 2008 event will feature a keynote speech from Max Mosley, president of the FIA (Fédération Internationale de l'Automobile). Stakeholders agree that standardization is key to the development of new technologies and that coordination between the traditionally remote vehicle manufacturing and ICT industries is crucial. 
The goals of the workshop are to address questions such as:

· How can ICTs help to reduce carbon emissions (e.g., through improved traffic management, reduction of congestion, road pricing, automated parking systems, etc)

· How can standardization reduce the negative environmental impact of growing vehicle use?

· What are appropriate business models that exploit the convergence between the automotive and telecoms sectors? 
· What are the legal and policy constraints to greater use of ICTs in vehicles? 
· What are the technical and engineering challenges and how can they be overcome? 
· How do we make sure that the right standards are adopted to deal with the complexity of so many electronic components and to allow this market to develop its full potential? 
In addition this workshop aims to establish a constructive dialogue among all stakeholders, to reach a better understanding between the ICT and automotive sectors and to combine efforts and skills to create standards for the benefit of all. The event will bring interested parties together from around the world to promote innovation and ensure that communication technologies in, around and between cars moves forward at a rapid pace. An exhibit around the Honda Earth Formula 1 car is planned at this event and a demonstration area throughout the duration of the workshop will be available to authors who wish to underline the concepts presented in their papers.
