E-MAIL ADDRESSES AND WEB ADDRESSES
Summary
This Recommendation applies specifically to the printing of national and international telephone numbers, electronic mail addresses and Web addresses on letterheads, business cards, bills, etc.  Regard has been given to the printing of existing telephone directories.  The standard notation for printing telephone numbers, E-mail addresses and Web addresses helps to reduce difficulties and errors, since this address information must be entered exactly to be effective.

Draft ITU-T Recommendation E.212 (revised)
THE INTERNATIONAL IDENTIFICATION PLAN 
FOR PUBLIC NETWORKS AND SUBSCRIPTIONS
(was THE INTERNATIONAL IDENTIFICATION PLAN FOR MOBILE TERMINALS
AND MOBILE USERS)
Summary
The purpose of this Recommendation is to define a unique international identification plan for public fixed and mobile networks providing users with access to telecommunication services.  The E.212 identification plan was originally developed for the use in Public Land Mobile Networks (PLMN).  The plan is hierarchical and identifies geographic areas, networks and subscriptions.  The main body of this Recommendation describes the pure identification plan.  Guidance on how to use this resource is described in dedicated Annexes.  International Mobile Subscription Identities (IMSIs) are independent from E.164 national numbering plans.
In general this Recommendation uses the term subscription because an IMSI identifies subscriptions for access to telecommunication services.
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
