The first IdM-GSI event was held concurrent with the NGN-GSI event in January 2008 in Seoul, Korea. During this first IdM-GSI event, several Q.15/13 and Q.6/17 draft Recommendations were coordinated, refined and/or created based on the transfer of the FG IdM deliverables into the appropriate Study Group 13 or 17 activities. In order to progress the technical work of IdM, Q.15/13 and Q.6/17 held independent sessions and several joint sessions.
