ITU-T Recommendation K.31 – Bonding configurations and earthing of telecommunication installations inside a subscriber's building   

The relevant part of this Recommendation was incorporated in new Recommendation K.73 - Shielding and bonding for cables between buildings

ITU-T Recommendation K.33 – Limits for people safety related to coupling into telecommunications system from a.c. electric power and a.c. electrified railway installations in fault conditions   

The relevant information contained in this Recommendation was incorporated into the revised Volume VI – Danger, damage and safety – of the Directives concerning the protection of telecommunication lines against harmful effects from electric power and electrified railway lines.
ITU-T Recommendation K.53 – Values of induced voltages on telecommunication installations to establish telecom and a.c. power and railway operators responsibilities
