Draft ITU-T Recommendation E.101 (new)
DEFINITIONS OF TERMS USED FOR IDENTIFIERS (NAMES, NUMBERS, ADDRESSES AND OTHER IDENTIFIERS) FOR PUBLIC TELECOMMUNICATION SERVICES AND NETWORKS IN THE E-SERIES RECOMMENDATIONS

Summary
This Recommendation provides terms and definitions for use in the field of identifiers (e.g. names, numbers, addresses and other identifiers (IDs)) for public telecommunication services and networks.  The purpose of this set of definitions is to aid in the understanding of different IDs used in different telecommunications networks and related Recommendations.  Consistent terminology is seen as an important factor in ITU-T Recommendations especially in Recommendations having some form of regulatory implications.  For the area covering Identifiers there are important Recommendations in the E-/F-series, but also in the Q- and X-series.  The E-/F-series Recommendations fall under the responsibility of SG2 and Q-series lay under SG11 and SG17 covers the X-series Recommendations.

Draft ITU-T Recommendation E.157 (new)
INTERNATIONAL CALLING PARTY NUMBER DELIVERY

Summary
This recommendation describes the main characteristics of International calling party number delivery i.e., based on bilateral/multi-lateral agreement between operators in different countries, calling party numbers delivered across boundaries of countries. It clarifies the relationship between calling party number delivery and number identification supplementary service. It also provides guidance for the delivery of the calling party number across the boundaries of countries and the timing of the implementation (short term and long term), which are technology neutral.

Draft ITU-T Recommendation E.161.1 (new)
GUIDELINES TO SELECT EMERGENCY NUMBER 
FOR PUBLIC TELECOMMUNICATIONS NETWORKS

Summary
The purpose of this Recommendation is to provide guidance to help Member States who are in the process of selecting a single emergency number for the first time or selecting a secondary alternative emergency number for public telecommunications networks.

Draft Amendment 1 to ITU-T Recommendation E.164.1 (new)
CRITERIA AND PROCEDURES FOR THE RESERVATION, ASSIGNMENT
AND RECLAMATION OF E.164 COUNTRY CODES 
AND ASSOCIATED IDENTIFICATION CODES (ICs)

Summary
ITU-T Rec. E.164 describes the international public telecommunication numbering plan. ITU-T Rec. E.190 describes the general principles to be utilized in the assignment of ITU-T E-series international numbering resources. This Recommendation describes the procedures and criteria for the reservation, assignment and reclamation of E.164 country codes and associated Identification Code (IC) assignments. The criteria and procedures are provided as a basis for the effective and efficient utilization of the available E.164 numbering resources. Such assignments require a collaborative effort between the TSB and the appropriate ITU-T Study Group to endeavour to ensure that the assignments meet the needs of the telecommunication community. The development of these criteria and procedures are in accordance with the principles contained in ITU-T Rec. E.190 and the numbering plan formats detailed in ITU-T Rec. E.164. While processing E.164 resource applications, any conflicts between these Recommendations that are identified will be resolved by the following: Those statements contained in ITU-T Rec. E.190 take precedence over ITU-T Rec. E.164, and those statements contained in ITU-T Rec. E.164 take precedence over this Recommendation.

The TSB assigns and reclaims E.164 country codes for geographic areas, global services and for Networks. It is also responsible for the assignment and reclamation of Identification Codes (ICs) for Networks.  The assignment of subsequent digits is normally not the purview of the ITU-T, but is the purview of the assignee. However, there may be unique circumstances by which it is jointly agreed by the TSB and the appropriate ITU-T Study Group that subsequent digits are to be centrally administered, e.g., UIFNs.

Draft Annexes E, F, and G to ITU-T Recommendation E.212 (new)
THE INTERNATIONAL IDENTIFICATION PLAN 
FOR PUBLIC NETWORKS AND SUBSCRIPTIONS

Summary
The purpose of this Recommendation is to define a unique international identification plan for public fixed and mobile networks providing users with access to telecommunication services.  The E.212 identification plan was originally developed for the use in Public Land Mobile Networks (PLMN).  The plan is hierarchical and identifies geographic areas, networks and subscriptions.  The main body of this Recommendation describes the pure identification plan.  Guidance on how to use this resource is described in dedicated Annexes.  International Mobile Subscription Identities (IMSIs) are independent from E.164 national numbering plans.

In general this Recommendation uses the term subscription because an IMSI identifies subscriptions for access to telecommunication services.

Draft ITU-T Recommendation E.800 (revised)
TERMS AND DEFINITIONS RELATED TO QUALITY OF SERVICE

Summary
A consistent set of terms and definitions is required, to develop the important areas of Quality of Service (QoS) and network performance (NP). The technical and non-technical terms related to the QoS listed in this Recommendation are intended to represent the interests of all parties of telecommunications service market, i.e., user, service provider, manufacturer and regulator. 

The definition of terms is in the context of QoS. Some terms may be defined differently in other documents in another context. Therefore care should be taken in the use of such terms in its appropriate context.  

The intention of this Recommendation is to set out a comprehensive set of terms and definitions relating to these concepts. These collective terms and definitions can be universally applied to all telecommunication services and the network arrangements used to provide these.
