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Positioning of the HATS is an area which needs improvements.
Here are some thoughts how to improve the specification.
7.1.2 Positioning of the Hands-free Terminals 

The position of the HATS can be defined relative reference points used by the car manufacturers.
Typical reference points are the eye ellipse or foot / pedal contact point.
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For example by using the foot reference point the distance to the MRP can be easily be defined by offset in x and d. 
Also optional positions for short & tall drivers should be defined.
