	Hotel Information


	Kyoto is one of the most popular tourist cities in Japan, and April time frame is one of the highest seasons for Cherry blossoms. So, the advanced booking for the hotel room is highly recommended. You can find wide variety of hotels through web sites, such as Hotels.com, Booking.com, Travels.com for example. Most of the hotels rooms, except for those of guest houses and dormitories, are generally equipped with bath/shower and toilet. High-speed internet connections are free of charge in most of the hotels, but in some hotels, the availabilities are limited or they may charge for the connection. 

If you are interested in, many of the hotels should also have Japanese style rooms with Tatami-mattress and Futon (without bed).

Since the venue can be easily accessed using subway, participants are advised to book in the hotels near to one of the subway stations. Hotels near JR (Japan Railways) Kyoto station, along Karasuma street (N-S) or Oike street (E-W) , the central streets in Kyoto, or near-by the venue.  

At least one elevator to the ground should be equipped with each station. You can also take Taxi from Kyoto Station. It may take about 10 to 20 minutes, with the charge of about 1200-1500 yen depending on the location and traffic congestion. You don’t have to pay for the luggage or tip.
