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The European Commission is working actively to legislate that all vehicles sold in Europe shall have a system to automatically send an alarm in case of a car accident (European eCall). Probably timeframe is that this will be required from 2013-2014.
The European ecall solution will use an inband modem to send data (MSD) in the voice channel in an E112 call to the emergency center PSAP.

The question to FG CARCOM is if there is a need to define testing requirements to ensure that the speech systems services / transport subsystem in the vehicle does not interfere with the inband modem or other valid requirements?
In such case these requirements and test methods needs to be defined.
