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Resolution xxx from TSB Director “ITU's Role in ICTs and improving road safety” was discussed in FG CarCom. FG CarCom currently consists of experts in the field of speech and audio processing in cars with special focus on hands-free terminal design and integration. Our current specifications define quality requirements for hands-free terminals but it is unknown at this time how these requirements relate to drivers distraction. In order to deal with drivers distraction due to modern communication and information systems deployed in today’s cars FG CarCom would have to extend its scope and look for experts to participate in this work. Therefore the members of FG CarCom will try to clarify the following points until the next FG CarCom meeting:
· Are there standards or standardization activities on this topic in other standards bodies? If so, what areas are currently addressed?

· Would companies currently participating in FG CarCom be interested in such work and would they have experts available conducting the work?

· If experts can be found, in what way should the work be organized? Is FG CarCom the appropriate group for this work? If so, how can the charter be extended?
