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ITU-T FG CarCOM thanks Q.3/12 for their information. Although we do not see any immediate need for action for FG CarCOM we suggest Q.3/12 to consider the following points:

· When defining test methods we recommend aligning them with the ones defined in ITU-T P. 1100, P.1110 and the new upcoming FG.VSSR (Vehicle SubSystem Requirement). We see some similarity concerning the test methods and potential requirements in the headset section of the above mentioned documents.

· Q.3/12 should consider that the headphone jack might also be used for connecting hands-free systems to the mobile phones.

· FG CarCOM further suggests that the new Recommendation should also cover wideband phones, maybe even superwideband or fullband.
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
