Proposed deletion of Recommendation ITU-T P.82 “Method for evaluation of service from the standpoint of speech transmission quality”
The five-point scales adopted for Mean Opinion Scores (MOS) tests are defined in Recommendations P.800, P.800.1 and P.805, and this definition is widely accepted and used. A four-point MOS scale is described in the old Recommendation P.82 (first published in 1977 as Rec. P.77) which is obsolete and the use of this recommendation creates confusion with the other recommendations.
On the basis of the above reasons, Study Group 12 proposes the deletion of Recommendation ITU-T P.82.
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
