ITU IPTV Interop Event, Geneva, 20-23 July 2010


Dear Colleagues,

In accordance with the Council-09 decision to implement WTSA Resolution 76, ITU-T is organising a series of interoperability events, some in partnership with relevant standards development organisations (SDOs), forums and consortia.  The first event is taking shape and will take place in Geneva, on ITU’s second floor Montbrillant, from 20 to 23 July 2010.  There are three aspects to the event:

1. The first two days will be interoperability testing of ITU-T standards, including H.701 (error-recovery), H.721 (IPTV terminal), H.740 (audience measurement), H.750 (metadata), H.761 (ginga-NCL), H.762 (lightweight interactive multimedia), H.770 (service discovery).  Many companies have expressed interest including from Belgium, Brazil, China, France, Japan, Singapore, South Korea and the United States. 
2. Days three and four of the event will be showcasing where companies can demonstrate the interoperability of their IPTV products.


Participation in the testing and/or showcasing costs Swiss Francs 3000 per company (unlimited number of participants).  Online payment and registration are now open and we would be delighted to see you taking part.  Full details are on our website: itu.int/interop   

3. Broadcasters, telecoms companies, system integrators, test laboratories and others from around the world are invited to come and view IPTV interoperability in action.  We will be allocating a few private one-on-one showcasing demos and talks at our VIP Corner on a first come first serve basis - the remaining demos will be group or public sessions.

Future ITU IPTV Interop Events are planned for Singapore in September 2010 and in India in 
December 2010 and I would very much welcome your feedback and contributions for these and other Interop events.
