	ISO and ITU to join forces to work on Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS) – Invitation to workshop and ad hoc meeting in Kyoto, Japan, 24 August 2011


Dear Sir/Madam,

ISO and ITU are to join forces on communications aspects of Intelligent Transport Systems.

Industry experts who gathered for the recent ISO/ITU/IEC Fully Networked Car event at the Geneva Motor Show in March 2011 agreed that the next twenty years will see a huge shift towards ITS. Vehicle-to-vehicle and vehicle-to-roadside communication capabilities will allow vehicles to foresee and avoid collisions, navigate the quickest route to their destination, make use of up-to-the-minute traffic reports, identify the nearest available parking slot, minimize their carbon emissions and provide multimedia communications.

Global standards are expected to drive large scale deployment of ITS services and applications. ISO and ITU endorse the intention to create a Joint Task Force for ITS Communications to ensure that the various sectors – automotive, ITS players, telecom suppliers and operators – pool resources, link existing work, avoid duplication and arrive at global ITS standards.

ISO and ITU are inviting players active in ITS communications to a meeting on Wednesday 24 August 2011 in Kyoto, Japan. The first part of the meeting will be an ISO/ITU Joint Workshop on Standards on ITS Communications where experts and SDOs are invited to speak about their ITS programs. The second part of the meeting will be dedicated to finalize the draft Terms of Reference (ToR) for the joint ISO/ITU Joint Task Force for ITS Communications. The draft ToR will be submitted to the respective bodies of ISO and ITU for approval. 

ITU and ISO welcome participation in the Joint Task Force for ITS Communications by the national and regional standards bodies working in ITS and communications.

On 22-23 August 2011, ITU-T’s Focus Group “Driver Distraction” will meet in Kyoto at the same venue. Also meeting at the same venue will be ISO TC 204 WG 16 (“Wideband communications”) from 22-26 August 2011.

Discussions will be held in English only.

Participation is open to ITU Member States, Sector Members, Associates and Academia and to any individual from a country which is a member of ITU who wishes to contribute to the work.  This includes individuals who are also members of international, regional and national organizations.  
The workshop is free of charge but no fellowships will be granted.
