Deletion of Recommendation ITU-T G.995.1
Recommendation ITU-T G.995.1, Overview of digital subscriber line (DSL) Recommendations,  provides the necessary guidance and an overview of the DSL family of Recommendations and is therefore informative. It also describes how the various Recommendations in this family are related. It also contains a definition of a generic system reference configuration and how it relates to the system reference models of the DSL Recommendations. Additionally, the definition of a generic protocol reference architecture for DSL Recommendations and derivations of the appropriate user or management plane protocol reference architectures for the DSL Recommendations is included. Illustrations of the data service presentation options using the DSL Recommendations are also provided. A glossary of the terms used in the DSL Recommendations is also included.
Motivation for deletion

The material contained in Recommendation ITU-T G.995.1 (2001) is now considered obsolete and this material needs to be updated. Due to the non-normative nature of the revised text, the updated material was agreed as a new Supplement 50 to ITU-T G-series Recommendations at the SG15 meeting held on 16 September 2011.
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
