Dear Sir/Madam,

In the context of the ITU-T strategic objective to bridge the standardization gap I am pleased to announce several enhancements to our study group meetings intended to facilitate the broadest possible participation.

With immediate effect, eligible countries (least developed countries and developing countries with per capita income under $2,000) may request either one full or two partial fellowships to send delegates to attend any ITU-T study group meeting or TSAG meeting.  The fellowships are drawn from the ITU-T budget and subject to available funding.   Invitation letters to the meetings will include a simplified form to request such fellowships.

We also will provide interpretation in the official languages for both the opening and closing plenary sessions of study group meetings upon timely request from Administrations of Member States.  Interpretation is provided for the full TSAG meetings other than ad hoc groups. This should enable all delegates to participate more fully in the meetings. 
TSB is constantly striving to improve the experience for delegates and to provide the most modern work tools.  The above measures, along with the recent introduction of a mentoring programme (welcoming new delegates at the reception desk), briefing session on the first day of study group meetings on the work of the study group, e-lockers, e-printing, and expanded webcasting, are designed to ensure that ITU remains the pre-eminent global standards body.
