At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 15, Optical transport networks and access network infrastructures, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, in its meeting on 16 December 2011, agreed to delete the following ITU-T Recommendations in accordance with the provisions of Recommendation A.8,  § 8.2, of WTSA (Johannesburg, 2008):

ITU-T L.15, Optical local distribution networks – Factors to be considered for their construction.
ITU-T L.42, Extending optical fibre solutions into the access network.
ITU-T L.52, Deployment of Passive Optical Networks (PON).
ITU-T L.65, Optical fibre distribution of access networks.


A total of 34 Member States and 64 Sector Members participated in the meeting and there was no objection to this agreement.

Annex 1 gives information about this agreement, including a summary of the reason for the deletions.

Deletion of Recommendations ITU-T L.15, L.42, L.52 and L.65
Recommendation ITU-T L.15, Optical local distribution networks – Factors to be considered for their construction:
–
deals with optical distribution networks constructed from single-mode fibre cables;

–
sets out physical network architectures that have been used to meet differing system objectives;

–
takes account of environmental conditions in customer serving areas;

–
makes reference to system related requirements relevant to the work of Study Group XV;

–
refers to passive optical components used for construction of the network;

–
deals with installation and maintenance issues;

–
considers electrical power supply; and

–
considers optical safety requirements.

Recommendation ITU-T L.42, Extending optical fibre solutions into the access network, describes the optical access network to be used in the design and construction of fibre to the home (FTTH). It deals mainly with access network architectures, and the upgrading of optical networks to optical access networks.
Recommendation ITU-T L.52, Deployment of Passive Optical Networks (PON), describes the deployment of passive optical networks (PON) for the design and construction of optical access networks for fibre to the home (FTTH).
Recommendation ITU-T L.65, Optical fibre distribution of access networks, deals with four stages of optical fibre distribution based on the increasing number of customers, namely the initial stage, the growth stage, the mature stage and the final stage, to enable design, construction and maintenance of optical fibre access networks immediately, effectively and economically.
Motivation for deletion of all four above-mentioned Recommendations
The material contained in the four above-mentioned Recommendations is now considered obsolete since it is superseded by Recommendation ITU-T L.90 (ex. L.oanbs), which was Consented by ITU‑T Study Group 15 on 16 December 2011.
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
