[bookmark: _Toc456366803]1	Introduction
The ITU-T Review Committee (RevCom) was established by Resolution 82 (Dubai, 2012) of WTSA. The Terms of Reference are found in Annex C.
The core objective of the RevCom was to review the structure and working methods of ITU's Telecommunication Standardization Sector (ITU-T) to ensure that ITU-T continues meeting the standardization needs of an evolving business environment.
The Review Committee was instructed to present its report to WTSA-16 without changes through TSAG.
During the 2013-2016 study period, RevCom held seven meetings (see Table 1 in Annex A) and considered 40 Contributions (see Annex B). As per its terms of reference, the RevCom reported its progress to TSAG on a regular basis and took into account the comments made by TSAG on the progress reports.

[bookmark: _Toc456366804]2	Summary of RevCom work
[bookmark: _Toc456366805]2.1	Survey on ITU-T restructuring and collaboration
The Review Committee developed a questionnaire on ITU-T restructuring and collaboration that was circulated amongst the ITU-T membership from 3 March to 5 May 2014.
A total of 57 complete responses were received to the questionnaire, as well as a number of incomplete responses. All of these responses were studied and analysed. RevCom agreed to split the responses into two parts as follows:
a.	The first part, covering ITU-T restructuring, was fed into the work of the RevCom Rapporteur Group on ITU-T Restructuring;
b.	The second part, on collaboration and coordination, was forwarded as a liaison statement to the TSAG Rapporteur Group on Strengthening Collaboration for further consideration.
The results of the questionnaire on restructuring were mixed. The idea of a per-meeting membership category as a method of making participation in the work of ITU-T easier was raised, as was an early triage mechanism for new project ideas to watch for overlap and possible collaboration opportunities with other SDOs. A generic collaborative development mechanism and a publicly-available specification mechanism were also raised as possibilities for ITU-T. Considerable support was expressed for the basics of the current ITU-T structure. Focus Groups were called out as examples of effective structure. However, paradoxically, the basic study group structure of the ITU-T and Focus Groups in particular were identified as not optimal in some cases.
With respect to a questionnaire for external SDOs, the group decided not to move forward with this particular item. In general, RevCom confirmed the usefulness of the exercise whilst noting that, due to the subjective interpretation and the incompleteness of responses, issuing questionnaires should be a lower priority for the work of the group. There was some sentiment for a consolidation of the number of ITU-T groups and Questions.

[bookmark: _Toc456366806]2.2	Monitoring of standardization-related activity
One of the key objectives of RevCom is to review the structure and working methods of the ITU-T (see Table 3 in Annex A).
At the request of RevCom, TSB developed a tool to generate reports on the following study group activities:
−	Statistics about the activities of each ITU-T study group, structured as follows:
▫	Part 1: Output of SG: the number of texts produced per meeting
▫	Part 2: Input to SG: the number of Contributions and TDs per meeting and the geographic area of their source
▫	Part 3: Contributions and TDs at regional group meetings (if applicable)
▫	Part 4: The number of incoming and outgoing liaison statements grouped by source or destination.
▫	Part 5: Evolution on the number of active work items.
−	Number of Rapporteur group meetings per Question and grouping of meetings by venue.
−	List of "stale" study group work items, namely those that do not contain a reference text, or those for which references were last updated before a cut-off date (18 months), or for which the date of the last update is not recorded in the database.
−	Statistics on downloads of ITU-T Recommendations in each SG.
The Review Committee recommends that these statistics be generated by TSB prior to each TSAG meeting and to be made available as an input document to TSAG as an aid in reviewing the work of the ITU-T study groups.
[bookmark: _Toc453861763][bookmark: _Toc456366807]2.3	Review of ITU-T cooperation and collaborations mechanisms
To continuously improve mechanisms for cooperation and collaboration, while maintaining the strength of the core competencies of ITU-T study groups, RevCom conducted a review of the effectiveness and efficiency of the current ITU-T structure and groups (SG, FG, JCA, GSI, etc.).
The Review Committee analysed in details ITU-T Focus Groups (FGs), Global Standards Initiatives (GSIs), Joint Coordination Activities (JCAs), Inter-sector Rapporteur Groups (IRGs), Collaboration on ITS communication standards (CITS) and various other groups, including those that have ceased their activities since the 2014 session of TSAG, and detailed historical data on Focus Groups (see Table 4 in Annex A).
The Review Committee concluded that:
−	Focus Groups were identified as a key tool in ITU-T to trigger new work in the various study groups.
−	Some of the current cooperation/collaboration mechanisms and groups need to be revisited. TSAG's continuous monitoring and the operational management activity is important and should be continued.
−	The CITS trial should be reviewed as to determine whether it could serve as a basis for future considerations for a new global cooperation and collaboration mechanism.
[bookmark: _Toc456366808]2.4	Assessment of Technology Watch Reports
The Review Committee recognized the value of the Technology Watch Report to consider the technological innovation for standards. RevCom recommended the creation of a Technology Watch steering committee composed of study group chairmen, the RevCom management team, and focal points of academia members to advise TSB. TSB created a Technology Watch steering committee mailing list in 2013 for this purpose.
The relevant reference documents are set out in Table 5 of Annex A.
[bookmark: _Toc456366809]2.5	Outcomes of CTO meetings
Resolution 82 (Dubai, 2012) of WTSA instructs the Review Committee to consider the outcomes of the CTO meetings, in particular their reports.
The RevCom Chairman participated in all CTO meetings and reported back to RevCom, with the objective of identifying market demand and new and innovative topics to study. The CTO group agreed to have a more periodic and dynamic relationship with RevCom, and not to limit that relationship to once annually.
In light of discussions within CTO Group, RevCom identified the following topics of particular strategic importance to be considered within ITU-T:
−	Internet of things (IoT);
−	video;
−	software defined networking and network function virtualization;
−	intelligent transportation systems;
−	5G systems;
−	service interoperability in fixed-mobile hybrid environments including IoT;
−	trusted information infrastructure; and
−	open-source solutions.
The relevant documentation with CTO meetings outcome is listed in Table 6 of Annex A.
[bookmark: _Toc456366810]2.6	ITU-T SG restructuring
The Review Committee created a Rapporteur Group on ITU-T Restructuring in January 2014 to consider contributions on two aspects of restructuring of current ITU-T study groups:
1.	high level study group restructuring principles;
2.	detailed study group structure.
At its May 2015 meeting, RevCom agreed that TSAG would lead the detailed discussion on study group structure and proposed seven high level principles on study group restructuring as follows:
A:	Optimized structure
B:	Clear mandates
C:	Enhanced coordination and cooperation
D:	Cost-effectiveness and attractiveness
E:	Efficient and productive working methods
F:	Timely identification of standardization needs
G:	Support for bridging the standardization gap
Both proposals were accepted at TSAG June 2015 meeting. To further the study group structure discussions, TSAG established a Rapporteurs Group on Work Programme and Study Group Structure.
[bookmark: _Toc456366811]2.7	Guidelines for efficient transfer of focus group deliverables to its parent group
Focus groups are a flexible tool for progressing new work in ITU-T. Such flexibility may allow focus groups to develop a wide range of deliverables. There have been many instances where participants of an ITU-T FG did not have sufficient experience in the development of ITU-T deliverables, it has been common that FG deliverables, although useful, needed to be reworked by the parent study group.
The Review Committee developed guidelines to facilitate continued coordination of FG with its parent group and efficient transfer to the parent group of FG deliverables aimed at becoming draft Recommendations or Supplements in the form of a new appendix to Recommendation ITU-T A.7 and communicated to TSAG in its 2015 session.
As the result, a new Appendix I to ITU-T A.7 was agreed by TSAG in June 2015 and made available to all ITU-T study groups for immediate application. (Reference is available in Table 7 of Annex A.)
[bookmark: _Toc456366812]2.8	Creation of a standardization strategy function
In February 2016, RevCom recommended to TSAG that ITU-T implement a new standards strategy function under TSAG, in line with TSAG's responsibility for strategic planning. This function would study and coordinate standardisation strategy based on the dynamic developments in the technical market(s) focused on the dialogue among the leadership of ITU-T working groups (e.g., SG and FG Chairmen) on the identification and initiation of new work topics that are of strategic importance to industry and governments.
Based on the RevCom recommendation, TSAG decided in February 2016 to create a new TSAG Rapporteur Group on standardization strategy (References are found in Table 8 of Annex A).
[bookmark: _Toc456366813]2.9	Creation of a "vertical" study group
The Review Committee was in general agreement that a vertical study group could be beneficial and suggested topics for such a study group to include:
−	Intelligent transportation systems (ITS);
−	Internet of things (IoT); and
−	Future 5G mobile.
The Review Committee invited members to submit specific proposals to TSAG at its June 2015 meeting. Various proposals at June 2015 TSAG meeting were a result of the RevCom discussions and TSAG established a new Study Group 20 on IoT and its applications including smart cities and communities.

The Review Committee made the following recommendations:
1.	TSAG review of SG statistics at each TSAG meeting.
2.	Adoption of high level principles for ITU-T restructuring.
3.	Adoption of guidelines for efficient transfer of Focus Group deliverables to its parent group.
4.	Creation of a Standardization Strategy Function.
5.	Creation of a "vertical" study group on key industry topics.
6.	Review of current cooperation/collaboration mechanisms and groups.
As result, TSAG has implemented the following:
1.	Appendix I to ITU-T Rec. A.7 was agreed.
2.	Seven high level principles for ITU-T Restructuring were agreed.
3.	New TSAG Rapporteur Group on standardization strategy was created.
4.	New SG20 was created.
The following recommendations are further proposed for consideration by WTSA-16:
a)	Continuation of the monitoring of ITU-T SG activity by TSAG.
b)	Apply the restructuring principles adopted by TSAG in WTSA-16.
c)	Continuation of using the outcomes of CTO Group meetings and Technology Watch.
d)	Continuation of review of current cooperation/collaboration mechanisms and groups by TSAG (inter alia the CITS trial and cooperation with various industry sectors).
The convergence of telecommunication/ICTs has led to the involvement of many new stakeholders, in the traditional telecommunication markets, including those from the IT industry. All these changes have together been of significant impact on the ITU-T as a standards development organization (SDO).
ITU-T should increase its cooperation and collaboration with sectors that need to apply telecommunication/ICT standards.
ITU-T is expected to keep its significant role in setting standards for international telecommunication/ICTs specifically with a view to involve more of the relevant stakeholders from the private sector (including academia) in its standardization activities and playing an active role as a UN specialized agency in support of developing countries by bridging the standardization gap, jointly with development related organizations.
The Review Committee has successfully accomplished the key roles proposed in Resolution 82 (Dubai, 2012) of WTSA.
It is proposed that WTSA Resolution 82 be suppressed in WTSA-16 and that the ongoing review functions be continued by TSAG via its various Rapporteur Groups, such as Standardization Strategy, Strengthening Collaboration and Working Methods.

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Annex C
Terms of Reference of the ITU-T Review Committee 
1.	Examine the adequacy of the current structure of the ITU-T to facilitate Sector's continued evolution as well as deal with the increasing demands for timely and appropriate results to meet the market demand taking account of the current and future standardisation environment.
2.	Review the current coordination and collaborations mechanisms with other standards bodies and propose improvements.
3.	Review existing models for collaboration between ITU-T and other standards bodies, given the accelerated rate of change in the worldwide standardization landscape, and the rapidly evolving needs of consumers/users of global standards.
4.	Identify and propose new modalities for cooperation and collaboration based on mutual respect and recognition of evolving roles and responsibilities in the standards sphere.
5.	To identify ways and means to enhance cooperation with other standard bodies with a view to minimize conflict of their standards with ITU-T standards.
6.	Develop and propose recommendations for a set of principles for standards development within ITU-T that facilitate interoperability and promote further innovation.
7.	Develop a work plan by which to conduct the review and structure of the report.
8.	Conduct its initial review in a timely manner so as to provide input to TSAG for the preparation of the ITU-T's strategic plan in accordance with Convention Article 14A.
9.	The Review Committee is established by this assembly and shall present its report to WTSA-16 without changes through TSAG. In addition, the Review Committee shall report its progress to TSAG on a regular basis and take into account the comments made by TSAG on the progress report.
10.	Taking into account the role and functions of TSAG, as outlined in Convention Article 14A, the Review Committee shall provide reports to TSAG, with a view toward, inter alia , identifying any specific actions which could be undertaken or implemented in the near term, and/or those which could be conveyed by means of a report from the TSB Director for decision by the Plenipotentiary Conference.
11.	The Review Committee is open to:
a)	ITU-T Member States, Sector Members, and Academia[footnoteRef:1]; [1:  In accordance with Resolution 169 (Guadalajara, 2010), Admission of academia, universities and their associated research establishments to participate in the work of the three Sectors of the Union, academia should not have a role in decision-making.] 

b)	representatives of other organizations not covered in a) above, to join the meetings where subject matters of these other organizations are discussed, together with other experts, including Associates, invited by the Chairman in consultation with the vice-chairmen and the TSB Director.
12.	To enhance participation of regions, the Review Committee shall work with the existing ITU regional groups, including, ITU-T Regional Study Groups, and take into consideration their contributions. The Review Committee shall coordinate with the TSB Director, to ensure fellowships for one participant from each eligible developing country.
13.	The Review Committee shall operate in English or the six official languages if so requested. Reports to TSAG shall be translated in the six official languages of the Union.
14.	The meetings of the Review Committee shall be paperless and shall make use of electronic working methods according to Resolution 32.
15.	This Review Committee shall meet immediately prior to TSAG.
16.	The duration of each review committee meeting shall not exceed three working days.
17.	The management team of this Review Committee shall consist of a chairman and up to six vice-chairmen taking into account of equitable geographical distribution.
18.	The final report of the Review Committee shall be translated and made available to the final TSAG meeting before WTSA-16. The Review Committee shall end in 2016 unless WTSA-16 decides to renew it.
