Closing plenary meeting

The SG2 Chairman thanked Mr Chaesub Lee, the TSB Director for attending the closing plenary session of the Study Group 2 meeting and proving speech. Mr Chaesub Lee started by welcoming the appointment of new SG2 vice Chair from Turkey, Mr Ramazan Yilmaz who replaced Ms Aysel Kandemir. He pointed out that SG2 is one of the oldest Study Group in ITU-T. He noted that it had been an intensive week for SG2 and many topics were discussed during the week, including the discussions on how to reflect the Council Decision 600 and 601 which have been approved after very extensive discussions. He expressed his wish that relevant Recommendations could be approved soon in order that they are aligned with the Council Decisions. He also noted that the proposal of establishing SG2 Regional Group for Africa will be considered by the closing plenary for approval. He emphasized the importance of regional groups and shared with the participants the experiences of regional groups of other Study Groups. He encouraged SG2 to do the same. He recognized SG2 activities on Telecommunication Management and there are more and more requests now in this area, such as data management. M-series Recommendations are very well-known and were maintained by SG4 which has since been merged with SG2. He wished to make SG2 again an important platform for Telecommunication Management. He also conveyed his support to SG2 to their final afternoon of deliberations, with a view to achieving good results. He concluded his speech with Season’s greeting to the participants and best wishes for 2018.

a) The Working Party 1/2 Chairman introduced his report, SG2-TD254-R2/GEN. The meeting approved the report. In particular, the following was highlighted:

1) The meeting agreed to invite the Director of TSB to resend the Questionnaire for revising E.164 supplement 2 on Number Portability contained in TSB Circular 22 via issue another circular.

2) The meeting agreed to invite the Director of TSB to publish a statement through the appropriate media such as the website and/or the ITU Operational Bulletin “ITU supports Operators taking action to remove numbers being advertised without authority on IPRN websites. Such use of numbers does not comply with Recommendation ITU-T E.190.”
3) Progress were made with regards to numbering misuse, calling party number delivery, Numbering, Naming, Addressing and Identification (NNAI) for IoT, telecommunication for Disaster relief, revised E.217 (determined). There were discussions on global numbering resources for persons with disabilities, evolution of national numbering plan,  revision to Recommendation ITU-T E.118, E.169.1, E.112, E.370,  Number Portability, WTSA Res.91 on “Enhancing access to an electronic repository of information on numbering plans published by the ITU Telecommunication Standardization Sector”, and deliverables from FG-DFC.
4) The meeting noted that Mr ZHAO Ping from China was appointed as associate rapporteur of Q3/2.
5)
ITU-T SG2 Chairman invited the convenor of the Ad hoc meeting on numbering misuse and the Ad hoc meeting on calling party number delivery, Mr Richard Hill from VisionNG to introduce his report contained in SG2-TD323/GEN. The meeting approved the report.

b) The Working Party 2/2 Chairman introduced his report contained in
SG2-TD255-R1/GEN. The meeting approved the report. In particular, the following was highlighted:

1) Progress was made on a number of the issues that are with the responsibility of WP2/2. These include progress on X.760 (ex. X.mfsiwt) (consent), M.3071 (ex M.cbnmsa) (consent), amendment to M.1400 (consent), M.rrmctm (for further development), M.rtafm (for further development), M.rdm (for further development), M.somm (for further development) and agreement on new work item M.tsm.

2) The meeting noted that Mr Francis Olivier Cubahiro from Burundi was appointed as associate rapporteur of Q6/2.

3) Telecom Management and OAM Project Plan was updated based on the feedbacks from other SGs and the work in ITU-T SG2, to reflect all the telecom management related work, which is contained in the document SG2-TD316-R1/GEN.
c) ITU-T SG2 Chairman invited Q5/2 rapporteur, Mr ZHAO Ping, to introduce “Report of Q1/2 and Q5/2 joint session” contained in SG2-TD315/GEN. The meeting approved the report as it was amended. The latest version is contained in SG2-TD315-R1/GEN. It was proposed to minimize work items across Working Parties. And at least there is a lead Question for the work item.  for the Ad hoc Group on developing country issues he chaired. The meeting noted the report. The meeting agreed that ITU-T SG2 Chairman sends this report (SG2-) to all SG2 Regional Groups and to encourage them to consider this report and contribute as appropriate. It was agreed to bring to the attention of SG2RG-ARB to provide to SG2 the ToR, working method and the composition of the management team for this study period. All SG2 Regional Groups are also encouraged to discuss and submit contributions to the subsequent ITU-T SG2 meetings on issues related to the topics identified and listed in this report. The meeting approved the creation of the SG2 Regional Group for Africa and its terms of reference and working methods contained in SG2-C63 which is reproduced as Annex 4 to this report. Mr Anthony Ikemefuna from Nigeria and Ms Susan Nakanwagi from Uganda were asked to convene the first meeting for the SG2 Regional Group for Africa. The meeting noted that SG2RG-EA will be ceased after the establishment of the leadership and management team for the new SG2 Regional Group for Africa.
e) Creation of ITU-T Study Group 2 Regional Group for Africa (SG2RG-AFR) will be reflected in a TSB Circular.
f) The meeting noted that the ad hoc group (AHG) on WTSA-16 Resolution 64,” Internet protocol address allocation and facilitating the transition to and deployment of IPv6,” meet informally during this meeting. 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Annex 4: Terms of reference and working methods for ITU-T SG2 Regional Group for Africa 
Terms of Reference

a) To encourage active participation of the Africa Region Member States, Sector Members,  National Regulatory Authorities and Operators in the work of ITU-T SG2, its workshops and other relevant events.

b) To urge and stimulate the Africa’s countries to get involved, and to contribute, to the work of ITU-T SG2, and in particular on New/Revised Recommendations developed by ITU-T SG2; this may include submitting consolidated contributions from the region. 

c) To identify and encourage studies on topics relevant to ITU-T SG2, according to the priorities set by the region. This could include, but not limited to: Fixed and Mobile numbers, identifiers and Codes; Global Shared Codes; M2M, Internet of Things; misuse of national and international numbering resources, Calling Party Number Delivery, Alternative Calling Procedures; impact of the Internet and convergence of services and/or infrastructures, such as OTT, on regional telecommunication networks and services; Digital Financial Services and Telecom Finance; etc.

d) To disseminate and share in the Africa region relevant information among the region provided by ITU-T SG2, its workshops and from other related standardization and technical bodies, on Operational Aspects of Service Provision and Telecommunications Management.

e) To facilitate the dissemination of information to African experts on important and emerging topics of SG2 available within SG2 or its workshops and tutorials, to be acquainted with these issues and to support their involvement in SG2 through mailing lists and/or physical participation, and to support their capabilities to prepare contributions to SG2.

f) To offer help to African potential experts interested in joining and taking part of the e-mail lists informal discussions, to increase participation of African experts in the work related to the Questions.

g) To identify specific training needs for operators and National Regulatory Authorities in Africa relevant to the work of ITU-T SG2; and to coordinate the organization of technical in-depth tutorials in the region on such topics jointly with ITU-T SG2.

h) To act as liaison between the telecommunication operators, regulators of Africa, regional standardization bodies and ITU-T SG2, to ensure that ITU-T SG2 take advantage of the relevant information on regulations applicable to telecommunication networks and services in Africa, including specific challenges that could be taken into consideration while developing Recommendations.

i) To assist African administrations, National Regulatory Authorities and Operators in the implementation of the ITU-T SG2 Recommendations in the region.

j) To cooperate with the relevant respective regional organizations, standardization bodies and ITU regional offices.

k) To foster the discussion and study of scenarios on the allocation, usage and management of Telecom NNAI resources in the region. As well as to study the challenges experienced in regard to the need of these resources, their assignment, their use and/or misuse, faced by operators and regulators in Africa; and to recommend strategies for the optimal usage of these resources necessary for the effective provision of communications services in the continent.

l) To report on its work to the plenary meeting of its parent SG2.

Working methods

The ITU-T SG2 Regional Group for Africa will mainly work electronically and by correspondence through designated focal points and will consider having face-to-face meetings when possible. 
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
