that the Telecommunication Standardization Advisory Group (TSAG) continue to work on the benefits and disadvantages of the implementation of open-source projects in relation with the work of the ITU Telecommunication Standardization Sector (ITUT), as appropriate,

invites the ITU membership
to contribute to the implementation of this resolution
Discussion
It seems that one of the main advantages of open source projects and solutions is the simplicity and openness of their use, the absence or minimal need for interaction between legal services of the right holder and the user of an open solutions.
One of the reason for the interest of ITU members in turning to open solutions is the complexity and non-transparency of the use of ITU-T Recommendations, many of which, in accordance with the current ITU/ISO IPR policy, are protected (in whole or partly) by various rights and their implementation in the companies’ work is often difficult or impossible without solving a number of legal issues and significant resource costs, both human and financial.
On the other hand, transparency in understanding these issues is difficult due to the way information on these and related issues are presented today at the ITU.
To date, all information on intellectual property rights regarding ITU-T Recommendations has been collected in several ITU databases. However, there is no simple and transparent representation of the direct link between available information on intellectual property rights and the texts of the Recommendations.

Proposal
In order to improve the electronic working methods when presenting the text of any ITU-T Recommendations in order to facilitate transparency in the presentation of information on intellectual property rights, we consider it appropriate:
1. TSB, in conjunction with interested ITU members, taking into account their contributions, to develop criteria for the evaluation of intellectual property rights in ITU-T Recommendations with a view to a rapid and transparent understanding of the possibility of their application without addressing legal issues.
1. To consider the possibility of specifying such an assessment (a special sign) in the presentation of the text of ITU-T Recommendations (for example, on the title page).
To ensure greater transparency of the current situation regarding the protection of intellectual property rights within ITU-T Recommendations, we ask TSB to prepare statistical summaries of information on the following issues:
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Total number of Recommendations for each year and the number of Recommendations protected by intellectual property rights for each year.
3. The same statistics as in paragraph 3 above, additionally with details on the Study Groups.
4. The same statistics as in point 3 above, additionally with details on the series of Recommendations.
5. The average time between the adoption of the Recommendation and the first claimed/discovered intellectual property rights by the years of adoption of the Recommendations.
To perform these tasks, we consider it is necessary:
6. Include the relevant sections in the Electronic Working Method Task List and provide information to ITU members as soon as possible.
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
