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A new liaison statement has been received from SG2.

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ITU-T Study Group 2 is in its lead role for Numbering, Naming, Addressing and Identification (NNAI), for Routeing and Service Definitions, for Disaster Relief/Early Warning, Network Resilience and Recovery and Human Factors and Telecommunication Management.

ITU-T Study Group 2 has responsibility for NNAI Recommendations, Recommendations for Services and Routeing, for Disaster Relief/Early Warning, Network Resilience and Recovery, Human Factors and Telecommunication Management. In its lead role in these areas SG2 responds to the requirements of other SGs on issues related to these areas.  In addition the relevant NNAI experts continue to provide guidance to the TSB Director on requests to modify, assign and reclaim Global International Numbering Resources for example behind Shared Country Codes.  
In response to requests from Members, and their contributions to ITU-T SG2, work on assigning global resources for the support of IoT has begun (E.IoT-NNAI), and in line with the agreement reached at TSAG (2015). Liaison has been established with ITU-T SG20.  In addition to approving evolution of the addressing scheme for Mobile Phones (Recommendation ITU-T E.212), ITU-T SG2 has also begun directly allocating as global resources from the Issuer Identifier Number Scheme (Recommendation ITU-T E.118).
In its lead role as Lead Study Group for Telecommunication Management, SG2 maintains the Telecommunication Management and OAM Project Plan, which documents Management and OAM standardization activities going on inside SG2 as well as in the wider ITU-T community. This plan is liaised regularly to relevant Study Groups. SG2 has also established a JRG-CCM group between SG2 and SG13 for cloud computing management. With the efficient work under JRG-CCM, three new Recommendations have been accomplished on this topic. SG2 also started to cooperate with SG5 on energy management.
SG2 also cooperates with external organizations, for example, 3GPP and GSMA on NNAI activities that are of benefit to consumers and all relevant parties, as well as with ETSI to ensure synergies to meet the requirements of users.  As part of its responsibilities for NNAI, SG2 seeks to meet the requirements of future services and applications in this area. SG2 also cooperates with 3GPP on harmonization of management interface specification methodology.
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
