ITU-T SG2 thanks ITU-T SG20 for the liaisons SG20 - LS 22 (information to ITU-T SG2 related to the Telecommunication Management and OAM Project) and SG20 - LS 24 (harmonization of terms and definitions across study groups).
We have found many inconsistencies between Recommendations developed and approved by SG20 already more than one year ago about network and device management that not comply with management principles, architecture, frameworks and models, as well as terms and definitions developed in SG2 for many years and successfully used by different SGs (SG15, SG13 and so on) within ITU-T.
Unfortunately we have known (and you informed us) through LS about IoT management work within SG20 too late and it looks like it is very difficult (or may be impossible) to align telecom management paradigm and terms and definitions from SG2 Recommendations to already approved SG20 Recommendations for IoT Management. 

We kindly ask you inform us in advance (better at A.1 justification stage) about new work items, terms and definitions concerning IoT management and we will be ready to help and develop new IoT Recommendations jointly with SG20. We appreciate if SG20 would inform us about your current standardization work on IoT Management, for example TD178 SG20, and its progress in future.
We would like to recall that SG2 is the lead study group on telecommunication management in 
ITU-T.
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
