	ITU-T Study Group 5 would like to suggest TSAG to propose some improvements in the information provided to ITU-T Recommendations’ users.


ITU-T Study Group 5, would like to inform that during its meeting in Sophia Antipolis, France, from 13 to 22 November 2017, some topics were raised, to suggest improvements in the information delivered to ITU-T Recommendations’ users.

ITU-T Recommendations may be updated, sometimes even in a two-year basis or when new study periods incentivise Questions to revisit existing ITU-T Recommendations,  and not having the latest versions of ITU-T Recommendations can be costly and embarrassing.
Since not everybody regularly checks for changes, ITU-T SG5 experts think ITU should be an active information provider on users’ interests.
In this light, ITU-T Study Group 5 would like to propose TSAG to analyse if ITU could send an email advising that an ITU-T Recommendation has been updated. In the understanding that these could be easy to implement. 

For this, we propose the Recommendation download page to incorporate three new things:

· a keep me informed check box;

· a name text box; and 
· an email address text box. 
Furthermore, ITU could provide information on related ITU-T Recommendations and events that could also be sent to the person who downloaded an ITU-T Recommendation.
