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A new liaison statement has been received from SG17.
This liaison statement follows and the original file can be downloaded from the ITU ftp server at http://handle.itu.int/11.1002/ls/sp16-sg17-oLS-00081.docx.
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SG17 has been addressing the implementation of WTSA16 Resolution 94 on the security aspects of event data technologies for past two SG17 meetings. SG17 is pleased to inform TSAG of the following observations and actions:

a) Study and discussion on security aspects of WTSA-16 Res.94 will be continuously carried out in SG17;

b) It was recognized that the cloud based event data technology highlighted in WTSA-16 Resolution 94 is based on a core technology of EDR (Event Data Recorder) rather than based on the cloud computing technology. The technology should not be limited to a specific sector application such as Aviation industry, but should be applicable for other sectors such as Automotive, Maritime and Railway industries;
c) Each Question of SG17 is encouraged to collect information on existing Recommendations that are useful to consider the security aspects of cloud-based event data technologies. Collected information through the lead of Q4/17 will be discussed at the next March 2018 SG17 meeting;
d) New input to the next SG17 meeting for expanding the scope under Q13/17 (Security aspects for ITS) will be considered including the possibility of creating a new work item;

e) Liaison statements were sent to SAE (Society of Automotive Engineers), ICAO (International Civil Aviation Organization) and ASTAP (Asia-Pacific Telecommunity (APT) Standardization Program) informing them of the current discussion on WTSA-16 Res.94 in SG17.
f) It is recognized that external experts are vital to validate the work on WTSA-16 Res.94;

g)    A special session will be held at the March 2018 SG17 meeting to study the results of discussion in Q4/17 and Q13/17 and the reply LSs from SAE, ICAO and ASTAP. The result of the special session will also be shared with TSAG.
